NAPLAN Testing – Gr 3 & 5 Students 
Our grade 3 & 5 students are completing assessments in literacy and numeracy this week 
as part of the national benchmarking program. They have settled well to their tasks so far 
and are monitored closely by teachers to make sure they are relaxed and coping. These 
assessments are an important part of our school‟s accountability process. 
 

Australian Early Development Index (AEDI) 
Our school is participating in a national collection of information on Prep children‟s 
development. It is called the Australian Early Development Index (AEDI). The Australian 
Government has committed $15.9 million for the national roll-out of the AEDI which is 
being conducted by the Centre for Community Child Health (at The Royal Children's 
Hospital, Melbourne and a key research centre of the Murdoch Childrens Research 
Institute), in partnership with the Telethon Institute for Child Health Research, Perth.  
 
The AEDI is a checklist of over 100 questions.  It will be completed by the Prep teachers at 
our school this week. The AEDI Checklist looks at five areas of child development:  

 physical health and wellbeing  

 social competence  

 emotional maturity 

 language and cognitive skills and 

 communication skills and general knowledge  
 
The aims of collecting the information are to: 

 help communities to understand how their children are developing by the time they 
reach school age 

 help schools, local agencies and early childhood professionals to work together to 
improve the outcomes for all children in the community. 

 
The AEDI is a great opportunity for parents, schools and other agencies to work together 
in the best interests of our children. If you would like more information about the AEDI visit 
www.aedi.org.au or contact Emma Donnelly or Nicky Hayes at school.
