Education Week i Thank You

Thanks to everyone who participated in our Education Week celebrations last week. To
those who submitted to our ‘flowers’ technology challenge, attended our Classroom
Helpers Program or came along and observed our challenge activities run by the Junior
School Council on Thursday — we appreciate your interest and support. Every week is
education week at our school.

School Council May Report
Our school council continues to strive to improve our school through its deliberations.
Discussion at the May meeting centered on:-

1 Implementing privacy guidelines — the new guidelines refer to school councilors and
volunteers in respect to information they may come across in their role at school.

1 School Photos 2009 - feedback suggests that these are meeting community needs.

 Statewide Reporting Day June 12" — this is a pupil free day across the state.

1 OSHCIub After School Care — in the first month of its managerial role there have
been issues with enrolments on their website but generally a smooth transition to the
new format.

1 Prep Numbers for 2010 — we can expect a rise in enrolments for 2010 and how this
will affect us. Council will forum this item at its next meeting.

1 Consideration of how best to use the Economic Stimulus Package Funding from the
federal government. It is our intention to try to get a multi function centre for our town
on site that will enhance our school programs as well as include community use
outside school hours. This proposal is still in the concept stage and will develop over
the next few months.

1 National School Pride Funds for maintenance from the federal government will help
to landscape the front of the school, develop the courtyard areas more to improve
passive recreation and outside learning areas, replace the roof of the administration
building, replace carpet in the library and improve shelving.

1 Council also acknowledged the fantastic job our Easter Fair committee did with the
2009 fair. Succession planning to maintain the high standard is very important and we
need new people to step up to convenor level if we are to keep the tradition going.
Council was delighted with those new faces that helped this year. Next year is the 30™
Easter Fair and we will highlight this milestone. Council will wait on the result of
funding from the economic stimulus package before committing Easter fair funds for a
specific project. They will make sure our community is aware of what the funds will go
to well ahead of our 2010 effort.

TNurse-on-Call Tel. 1300 606 024 — for expert health information and advice (24
hours, 7 days)

fYour doctor (GP) — if you have an influenza-like illness (fever, cough and
fatigue) and have travelled to Mexico or California, Arizona, New Mexico or
Texas in the past seven days. If you are returning from these places you are
asked to delay student return to school for 5 days.

Families should continue with standard good general health hygiene practices, such as
ensuring your children undertake regular hand washing and cover their nose and mouth if
sneezing and coughing.

This practice is being reinforced with your children while at school.

If your children are unwell, you should seek medical attention and avoid public places and
close contact with others.

This information has been recommended by the department of education and not as an
alert for our school in particular.
