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The half year student reporting process 
The end of Term 2 marks 6 months work by teachers and students and part of our 
accountability to you as parents is the issuing of student progress reports and 
parent/teacher interviews. Our reporting process includes:- 
1. Student Assessment Portfolios 
To give you an opportunity to see your child’s academic progress first hand and for you to 
track their learning we have individual Assessment Portfolios for every student at Barwon 
Heads Primary School.  The portfolio contains work samples completed(or not) by your 
child in the normal course of their academic experiences at school. These are ranked 
against the primary curriculum (Victorian Essential Learning Standards) to help inform the 
student progress reports. The portfolio also includes a student self assessment with 
details how they think they are going at this stage of the year. Assessment Portfolios will 
go home on Monday 22nd June and should be brought to your parent teacher interview to 
aid discussion. 
2. Student Progress Reports  
On Monday 22nd June your child[ren] will bring home their mid year progress report inside 
their Assessment Portfolio.  
The report gives you a clear overview of what your child has achieved, as well as more 
detailed comments from your child’s teacher on progress made and the next steps 
forward.   
The ‘A’-‘E’ ratings and comments on your child’s report show you what your child has 
achieved, not against the other students in your child’s class or year level, but against 
statewide standards.   
You might remember receiving marks, comments, or ‘A’s, ‘B’s, ‘C’s, or even ‘D’s or ‘E’s 
when you were at school.  Although useful, these ratings were often not consistent from 
one school to another. In some schools, for example, a ‘C’ would mean ‘barely adequate’, 
in others ‘satisfactory’, and in others ‘not good enough’.  A ‘B’ rating could mean ‘quite 
good’ in one school, ‘very good’ in another, and ‘about average’ in another.  
 
In reading this report it is important to remember that the ‘A’ to ‘E’ ratings have a specific 
meaning that is consistent in all Victorian schools. On the report card, no matter which 
school your child attends, a ‘B’ rating will always mean that your child is above the 
statewide standard expected at the time of year.  A ‘C’ rating will always mean your child 
has achieved the statewide standard expected at this time of the year, and their learning is 
firmly on track. ‘Cs’ are good.     
The box headed ‘Ratings’ on the report card tells you exactly what each of the ‘A’-‘E’ 
ratings means, and it is important to refer to these, as well as the more detailed written 
comments, to get a clear picture of your child’s progress against the standards.  
Our school is committed to ensuring that everyone at our school has the best opportunity 
to achieve their full potential.  The student report cards are a key aspect of that 
commitment.  They are designed to clearly document your child’s achievement to date, as 
well as the next steps in their learning.  
3. Parent/Teacher Interviews 
This is an important part of our student reporting process where parents and teachers 
assess the effectiveness of work covered and reset goals for the remainder of the year. 
Our half year discussions are planned for the last week of this term:- 

Tuesday 23rd June ï Prep-2 from 1.30pm 
Wednesday 24th June ï Gr 3-6 from 1.30pm 

All interviews will be held in the school Multi purpose room. 
A parent/teacher interview time preference form will be sent home soon  - pink for Gr P-2 
and green for Gr 3-6. This gives parents opportunity to preference the hour you would like 
to come in and discuss with the teacher. These forms are returned to school by Wed 17th 
June and then allocation times are sent home on Friday 19th June. Allowance for sibling 
interviews are accounted for as best we can. If there is a problem with your allocated time 
please contact your class teacher direct. We have also made allowance for Mrs Kebbell to 



be present at the P-2 interviews to talk to parents of students she has taken for literacy 
and numeracy this half year. Please indicate on the form if you wish to speak to her.  
If you are unable to meet with your class teacher another time can be negotiated early 
next term. Interviews will run for 10 minutes each and if more time is required another 
follow up session can be arranged. 
So that’s the process for student reporting for the first half of 2009. We look forward to 
your input in this important home/school partnership. 
Any questions or comments about the report card, or the reporting process are  very 
welcome. If you need any further information, or you have any questions or comments, 
please contact your class teacher.

Prep-2 Swimming Program Survey 
Following last year’s Prep-2 Swimming Program we have made some changes to further 
develop and enhance the program. Mrs Sing has worked on the feedback she received 
regarding the program at Splashdown and has devised some important changes. 
Our program for Grade Prep-2 is essentially a ‘water safe’ program to make sure every 
child can enter and exit the water safely, given our marine environment. Our focus for 
Grade P-2 will be students who are Level 2 and under. This will reduce costs on families 
who are already attending private swimming lessons or have children swimming at a level 
above Level 2 (the expectation will be that all Grade 3-6 students attend swimming as we 
can cater easily for all ability levels at Kardinia Pool). 
The Prep-2 program will also be held at the new Bellarine Aquatic Centre in Term 4 
(October 6th -15th)with less travel time and less cost. 
To assist with the planning and costing of the junior swimming program in term 4, we are 
asking families of Grade P-2 students to complete a survey to help with planning – in 
particular, the booking of instructors to make sure we have the numbers we require.  
Surveys will go home this week to all Grade P-2 students. Can we ask all families to 
please answer the survey and return it  to your classroom teacher by Thursday June 11th. 
Thank you.
