March School Council Meeting

Our school council met last Wednesday and have quickly begun their deliberations. At the
meeting we welcomed Nicholas McAteer to council and look forward to working with him.
Discussions centred on:-

e Acceptance of the 2008 Annual Report. This report briefly outlines the school’s

academic performance for 2008 and is available for loan from the office at any time.
Results in literacy once again placed our school in the top bracket of primary schools
in the state. Our numeracy results though not quite as high were still well above
national benchmarks in all areas.

e OQutsourcing the operation of the Af tfrem
the start of Term 2. OSHCLub will staff and administer the program lifting the burden
from the school. OSHCLub will run an information session for parents next week at
6.00pm. Parents using the program next term will need to apply online to
www.oshclub.com.au before the end of this term and enter details for their child(ren).
There will be a slight increase in fee charges from next term with each session now
$12.50. This cost will be offset by the Child Care Benefit and Government Rebate
which OSHCLub can organise. A professional operation of our program council
believes will help promote greater usage and value to the program. Parents have
received a letter outlining the details from council and an introductory letter from
OSHClub.

maintenance funding to help our front area of the school, courtyards and roof, in the
‘National Schools Pride Program’. We will also attempt to make application for a
community multi-function centre on the school site to create an open indoor space for
sport and recreation, local activity groups and performing arts. We realise this is an
ambitious project but one worth pursuing on behalf of our growing community. More
info as this develops.

e Approval of the school cross country run on April 23 at 11.30am at the Village
Park.

Student Accident Insurance

Families are reminded that the Dept of Education does not provide personal accident
insurance cover for students. Parents and guardians are responsible for paying the cost of
medical treatment for injured students, including transport costs(ambulance). Student
accident insurance policies are available from private insurers. These cover a range of
medical expenses not covered by Medicare. They can be obtained on an individual basis
as school council cannot cover the premiums for ‘whole school’ coverage. This would
impact on student fees.

Insurance coverage for loss of valuables is also the same. The Department and school
does not cover the loss/breakage of personal items at school. This is why we discourage
valuable items at school unless supervised by the teacher/parent. This includes Ipods,
game consoles, etc..While this may be a little for students the loss or breakage of these
items is a lot sadder.

A list of companies that offer low cost accident insurance is available from the school office
at any time.

Thank you in advance to everyone who makes cakes and other items for this
stall.

We will include recipes in the weekly newsletter but these are only suggestions and
we welcome any of your own favourite recipes.

There are a few things to note about the cake stall.....

A free fish and chip lunch will be given to the class that has the most points
allocated. Points are allocated for each item that is baked. One child can be
nominated for each item baked. For instance if you make two cakes and you have
two children at the school each cake will be allocated points and you can nominate
which child and class is to receive the points by writing (E.g.) Ruby Clarke 1/2 O
would be written as R.C. 1/2 O on each label.

Presentation is important and we encourage you to drop by the office and help
yourself to cellophane bags, ribbon, crockery and cane plates to help you display
your produce to full advantage. If you are unable to present in this way we are
happy to add a little flair on your behalf. We realise that everyone is busy and we
appreciate whatever effort you can manage.

Farm fresh eggs and sugar have been kindly donated for bakers and can be collected
at the office.

Some items can be made now and frozen until closer to the time or dropped to the
school for freezing. Ideally items that are made as close to Easter Saturday the
better. Items can be dropped at the office until the end of term and on Good
Friday items can be taken directly to the After School Care building between the
hours of 10 am until 12 midday and from 8 am on Easter Saturday at the cake
stall.

These details are also used to allocate points for the fish and
chip lunch.
