New Education Tax Refund 
Under the new Education Tax Refund, parents and others can now claim 50% of their 
eligible education expenses up to $750 for primary students and $1500 for secondary 
students. This means you could receive a refund each year of up to $375 for each primary 
and $750 for each secondary school student in your care. To be eligible you must have 
received Family Tax Benefit Part A for each child whose education expenses you wish to 
claim. Claims can be made in your 2009 tax return.
